4.    Jefferson noted that “all men are created equal,” suggesting that this was “self- evident.” What does this mean?  Is it true?  Explain.
5.    Look at the grievances that Jefferson lists as reasons that the King has violated the natural rights of the colonists.  List them below.  Next, put a star next to the three biggest violations, in your opinion.
